Terms & Conditions 
1. Applicants to the IdeasTap Photographic Award must be aged between 16–30 on 14th June 2010

2. Entrants living outside the UK are not eligible for The IdeasTap Photgraphic Award. 
3. Entrants must have a UK postal address to be eligible. 
4. Applicants must upload a minimum of five photographs relating to the theme ‘Future – Life after 2012’ in a clearly marked set in their portfolio on IdeasTap.com to be eligible for the competition. 
5. Evidence of artistic merit, photographic talent, originality and the innovative quality of the project will be the foremost consideration of the Judges.
6. The first round of judging, pre-shortlist, will be based on artistic merit. The second round of judging, post-shortlist will be carried out in accordance with the following weighting:

· Creativity and innovation of idea (60%)

· Ability to deliver (30%)

· Quality of Profile on IdeasTap (10%)
7. The judging panel will select nine entrants to the shortlist. Those on the shortlist will be offered a minimum of two mentoring sessions with photography professionals.
8. To be eligible for The IdeasTap Photographic Award it is necessary to complete your profile (along with a profile photo) and Portfolio on IdeasTap, and complete and upload the application form. 
9. Supporting material is required for all applications and should be displayed in the portfolio section. Please do not send original work as we cannot accept responsibility for damaged or lost work
10. Shortlisted applicants must be available for mentoring and training between July and October 2010. Environmental shortlisted applicants will need to be available 3rd Week in July 2010 for mentoring. Failure to do so will result in disqualification from the Award.
11. Category winners will need to be available for dates in first 6 months of 2011 – exact dates are negotiable. Overall winner will need to be available for 8 weeks in 2011 – dates will be arranged with Magnum when the winner is announced.  
12. All shortlisted applicants must ensure that they are available for the filming and documenting of their project and for any related editorial activity. Failure to do so will result in the withdrawal of your application.
13. IdeasTap reserves the right to publicise and promote all applications and all content related to the competition, including individual profiles and Project Summaries. 

14. Successful applicants will be expected to promote the award, be available for interviews and participate in events such as receptions, press activities and launches.
15. It is an absolute condition of the award for winners to acknowledge the IdeasTap Photographic Award support in relation to any photographs submitted to or that have resulted from the award. This includes promotional and press activity, including but not limited to press releases, websites, posters and media interviews. 
16. All Intellectual Property will remain with and belong to the individual applicant.

17. Any costs incurred when putting together your application are to your account.

18. Selection of the winning projects remains the decision of the Judges. The outcome of the Judges’ decision is final. There will be no recourse to appeal if applications have not been successful.
19. Incomplete applications will be considered ineligible.

20. You must keep to the Terms & Conditions and not make any changes to the project without our advance written permission. If you deliberately give any false or misleading information, we will withdraw your application or, if you have already received any prize money we will ask you to return it. 
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
